The Governing Board of Directors for Friends of Hull Hockey are designated as :
Pat Henderson, Tom Reilly, Geri Calos

In an effort to expedite the distribution of funds, and oversee fund raising efforts the Governing Board of Friends of Hull Hockey will appoint 3 Board Members.  These members will be responsible for voting on distribution of funds for programs that will benefit our hockey players for this winter/spring season.

For the calendar year 2009 Board Members to be appointed will have one or more of the following characteristics / attributes.

· Resident of Hull, MA

· Parent of current player in the Hull High Hockey Program

· Youth Hockey Association connection

· Alumni of the Hull Hockey Program

Their current mission will be to establish guidelines for accessing the funds available from Friends of Hull Hockey.  Once guidelines have been set, the board will vote on any financial distributions from the fund.  Specifically, scholarship award for graduating senior and most immediately appropriating funds to offset the cost of clinics currently in discussion.  The goal, as consistent with our mission is to be exposing as many of our youth to as many hockey experiences as possible.  Programs requesting funding from the organization will be at the discretion of the board.
